PREVIOUS ACTION: January 18, 2008 – The Board approved a budget increase in the amount of 

$5,000,000 for the Michael F. Sorrell Center for Health Science Education 
project to construct a student plaza adjacent to the new building. 

 
EXPLANATION: The University of Nebraska Medical Center (UNMC) desires that the City 

of Omaha (City) vacate the 40th Street right-of-way between Emile Street 
and Dewey Avenue. The proposed right-of-way will become part of the 
pedestrian mall within the student plaza. Vacation of 40th Street is critical to 
facilitate pedestrian traffic and the safety of faculty, staff and students. 
Incorporation of the new right-of-way provides additional land for future 
expansion to the east of the Michael F. Sorrell Center.   

  
 The Interlocal Cooperation Agreement provides that upon the City’s 

approval of the vacating of 40th Street, the following projects will be by 
undertaken by UNMC:     

 1.   Develop engineering plans for the project in accordance with the City of 
  Omaha Standard Specifications, including a cost estimate for the project 
  elements. 

 2.   Submit a cost estimate to the Board of Regents of the University of 
 Nebraska by not later than January 1, 2011. 

 3.   Present engineering plans to the City for approval prior to the start of the 
 City’s competitive bid process for the construction of the project 
 elements.  

                                                 4.   Reimburse the City for the costs to address the impact of the 40th Street 
 vacation when future traffic dictates.   

                                                 5.   Provide construction management support to the City when the project 
 elements are implemented. 

    
                                                 The elements of the project shall include: 
                                                  1.   Install a traffic signal at the intersection of 40th Street and Leavenworth 

 Streets when traffic warrants are met. 
                                                  2.   Install a traffic signal at 45th Street and Leavenworth Streets when traffic 

 warrants are met.  
                                                  3.   Complete a Campus traffic study identifying future expansions and/or 

 improvements on its campus. 
                                                  4.   Construct a public street connecting Emile Street to Jones Street in 

 coordination with the parking garage lot 4 replacement and when 
 signalization of 40th Street and Leavenworth Street is needed, but not 
 more than 5 years after the effective date of the agreement.

EXPLANATION: The proposed equipment will be located in the Biochemistry and 
 Molecular Biology Confocal Core Facility.  Three manufacturers’ 
 microscopes were evaluated.  All three of these are relatively equivalent 
 in price when comparably equipped.  The selected microscope offers 
 unique features that are critical for investigators to conduct live cell 
 studies.  Live cell studies require examination of targeted cells over 
 many hours while maintaining optimal growth conditions (temperature).  
 This instrument is the only instrument that can maintain growth 
 conditions and at the same time  keep the instrument properly focused for 
 12 or more hours.  The microscope has a full one year warranty, and an 
 extended service agreement of 3 years is included in the quoted amount.
