 (VO) Lindy Bonnett is learning new strategies for teaching mathematics…She’s part of UNL’s Math in the Middle Institute, a program designed to improve mathematics education in grades five through eight.

(SND) Bottom line is student achievement.

I really hope my students know more math because I’ve been in this program.

(VO) The Institute focuses on middle level teachers in an effort to reverse the decline in student performance.

(SND) If we wait ‘til 9th grade, there are a lot of students who are in a very real sense, left behind. 

(VO) Through the program, teachers earn Masters degrees and learn effective ways of teaching high-level math to their students. Teachers will also pass along what they’ve learned to others in their home districts across the state.

(SND) We hope to work with 125 teachers during five years and they’ll be leaders who will benefit our education community for the next decade.

(VO) Math in the Middle is funded with a grant from the National Science Foundation.
